whether occurring in public or private life.

e Violence and abuse are best understood as a pattern of behaviour intended to establish power and main-

tain control over family, household members, intimate partners, colleagues or groups.

e The roots of all forms of violence and abuse are founded in the many types of inequality which continue to

exist and grow in our society.
